Mark making/Writing/Physical Development 

The children will be mark making both indoor and outdoor. They will be encouraged to use their gross motor 

control by kicking and throwing balls, using bats, balancing on our equipment and using our climbing frame. The 

children will be painting and drawing lots of pictures of farm animals.  

 

 

 
Communication and Language
